Formed in 1953 as the Boys 
Club of Etowah County, this 
organization has an almost 56 
year history of service to the 
youth of Gadsden, Etowah 
County and the surrounding 
area.   Under the leadership of 
only four directors over the 
years, the Club has evolved into 
more than a place to keep boys 
out of trouble.   In 1990, the 
name of the organization 
changed to the Boys & Girls 
Clubs of Northeast Alabama to 
reflect an expanding field of 
service.   With the name change 
came several other changes as 
well.   Service to girls began on 
a limited basis in 1988 and by 
1990, girls six to eighteen years 
of age were members. 

Many of the leaders in our 
community today are former 
members of the Club and we 
expect many of todayôs 
members to become the leaders 
of tomorrow.   The skills learned 
at the Boys & Girls Clubs will go 
with these young people and 
help them to be productive, 
community-minded citizens who 
will continue the tradition in 
making Gadsden and Etowah 
County one of the finest places 
in USA to live and work.

SMART Moves ï Drug/alcohol/teen 
pregnancy prevention program run year 
round at our facilities and sometimes as 
an outreach to selected schools after 
school hours.
