Area teenagers are spreading the 

word about the dangers of un-

derage drinking. The Students 

Against Destructive Decisions 

chapter based at the Basil Gil-

christ Boys & Girls Club, work-

ing in conjunction with the Gads-

den Community Coalition 

Against Underage Drinking, will 

participate in several events to 

kick off the national "We Don't 

Serve Teens" campaign.

On Sept. 10, she said, the group 

will host a parent-student infor-

mational session at the Gilchrist 

club that will be open to the 

public. 

 

The program targets teenagers 

but extends to college-age stu-

dents who engage in illegal drink-

ing. 

 

Another part of the program is 

getting store owners to be mind-

ful of underage customers at-

tempting to buy alcohol. 

 

Warren Henry, 15, who spoke 

for the Basil Gilchrist SADD 

chapter, said it is important to 

get the message out. 

 

"It's important to let teens know 

they don't need to get active in 

alcohol and drugs," he said. "It's 

hard for teenagers these days, 

with peer pressure. We want to 

let them know to keep a positive 

attitude and don't do drugs or 

alcohol." 

 

Other SADD members had 

similar feelings about underage 

drinking. 

 

Wynter Johnson, 11, said the 

negative physical effects of alco-

hol on the body is one reason 

not to drink.
